The village Administrator reported the following: 1) Repairs and new
LED lights installed for the stop Tights on State Route 12. (2) The
St. John Mennonite Church has voted to proceed with the water/sewer
Tine project if they can raise $410,000 by June 30, 2009. 1In any
event they are proceeding to have this property annexed to the
village. It was also discussed to pursue annexing property owned by
the Hempflings. This property, which abuts both the village and
church properties is necessary to proceed with this project. 3) The
Carl Bendele property, which was annexed earlier, needs to be zoned
and also added to the CRA real estate description. It was the
consensus of the Council to have the Carl Bendele property zoned B-1,
Business. Leglisation as to this matter will be presented at the
next meeting. 4) The Safe Route to Schools project and Phase IV -
Sewer Separation Project will be submitted to the federal government
for possible funding through the new stimulus package. 5) The
Natureworks grant as to the tennis courts will only be sending
$13,034 to cover all of Putnam County. In light of this fact, Mr.
Schneck recommended this project be put on hold due to lack of
funding. It was also the consensus of the Council to not pursue the
tennis court project at this time.

Mayor Schlumbohm gave his Annual Report. Some of the highlights are
as follows: 1) Dedication of Riley Street. 2) The appointment of
Michael Borer as the village's solicitor. 3) Sarka Electric upgrade
the electric at the Park. 4) Negotiations with St. John Mennonite
Church for water and sewer facilities. 5) Phase III - sewer
separation project completed after delays with several residents
hooking into the new system. 6) Pandora Grain expansion of their
business with the assistance of the village's CRA tax abatement
program. 7) Purchase of a golf cart. 8) Hired Brad watkins to archive



the village council minutes. 9) Dr. Kasey Hovest opened her
chiropratic business. 10) Riley Township appointed Jason Kinsinger as
Fire Chief.
