Motion was made by Mr. Painter, seconded by Mrs. stall to approve the
bills as presented. voting: All Yea.

The village Administrator reported on the following: 1) The bill from
Basinger Plumbing/Heating as to the repairs made to the gas line at
514 North Jefferson Street in February still has not been paid by the
mortgage company of said property. After some discussion, it was the
consensus of the Council to authorize payment by the village in the
amount of $1,285.95 to Basinger Plumbing/Heating. This amount will
be submitted to the Putnam Auditor for assessment on the real estate
taxes of said property. 2) The deadline to apply for CDBG grant for
handicap parking spaces at the Community Center 1is May 28th. The
total estimated cost of said project is $21,135.00. oOf said amount,
The village would be responsible for engineering fees of $4,250. It
was the consensus of the Council to submit the application for said
project. 3) The drive in the Park from the area near the water plant
north and including the turn around needs either overlayed or
replaced. The estimated cost of said project would be $11,000 for
replacement and $9,700 for overlay for a total of $20,700. This
estimate is based on using 4-inch asphalt. It was the consensus of
the Council to use 4-inch asphalt on the portion to be replaced and
2.5-inch asphalt on the portion to be overlayed only.

The joint cut has been repaired on Kenneth Stucky's driveway. 1In

regards to the curb and gutter decision made by Council at the last
meeting, Rev. Stucky submitted a letter of his displeasure as to the
Council's decision. A proposed letter to be sent to Rev. Stucky was



presented to Council. Once several changes are made to this letter,
it will be sent to Rev. Stucky explaining the reasoning of the
Council as to their decision.

The village Administrator stated he has_never seen anyone using the
horseshoe pit area and if the posts could be removed for easier
mowing. It was the consensus of the Council to remove said posts.

The village Administrator stated to Council several items which were
discussed at the Public Records Policy seminar. 1) when going into
Executive Session, the Council needs to state a specific, defined
reason for going into Executive Session. Mr. Schneck read the
reasons to the Council. Also a policy should be established as to a
specific place to post a change of meeting date and/or time. A
motion was made by Mr. Blank, seconded by Mr. Fricke, to post any
change of meeting date and/or time on the front door of the City
Building. voting: All Yea.

Fiscal officer, Lana Burry, stated Solicitor, Michael Borer, had
stated earlier as to retaining e-mails. According to the Public
Records seminar, a policy can be established by the Council as to the
retention time for transient materials, which would include e-mails.
Mrs. Burry will be contacting Mr. Borer to update the village's
public policy ordinance as to this matter.

Motion was made by Mrs. stall, seconded by Mr. Blank to excuse Mr.
Hall from this meeting. Voting: All Yea.

Mayor Schlumbohm proposed to the Council a program in which if
someone purchases a home in Pandora, which will be their primary
residence, the first three months of water/sewer charges would be
abated. This program would begin on June 1, 2010 and expire on June
1, 2011. A motion was made by Mr. Painter, seconded by Mrs. Stall to
adopt this program of abating the first three months of water/sewer
charges for home purchases as their primary residence made between
June 1, 2010 and June 1, 2011. voting: A1l Yea. A notice will be
submitted to the area newspapers as to this program.

Mayor Schlumbohm also presented to the Council a sidewalk program in
which the village would pay for either installing new sidewalks or
replacing deteriorated sidewalks at no cost to the village residents.
Dicussion was had as to specifying a dollar amount for the year to do
a portion of the town at a time. This matter was tabled for further
discussion at a later time.

Mayor SchTlumbohm stated he has Teased with an option to purchase the
former Sommers Flooring building and annex building. His business
name will be Pandora Flooring and Supply, LLC. He plans on being
open on a limited basis sometime in July and possibly an open house
in August.

Motion was made by Mr. Painter, seconded by Mr. vance to move into
Executive Session to discuss Personnel-wWages. Voting: All Yea.
(Time:8:40 PM) Motion was made by Mr. Fricke, seconded by Mr.
Painter move from Executive Session to Regular Session. Voting: All
Yea.(Time: 9:55 PM)
