RESOLUTION NO. 2012-618:

RESOLUTION ACCEPTING THE AMOUNTS AND RATES AS DETERMINED BY THE BUDGET
COMMISSION AND AUTHORIZING THE NECESSARY TAX LEVIES AND CERTIFYING THEM
TO THE COUNTY AUDITOR.

Motion was made by Mr. Hall, seconded by Mr. Painter to place Resolution
No. 2012-618 on 1its first reading, voting: A1l vea.

The village Administrator reported that on August 4, 2012 the power went
off at the 1ift station due to a lightning storm, but power was restored
with no damage. The water plant did sustain damage to the controls for
well #3. The controls are obsolete, but are in the process of being
rebuilt. For the present time well #3 is non-operational. There is
more than an adequate water supply from well #1, and if necessary well
#3 could be operated manually at the present time.

Richard yinger of Columbus Grove was present to address the Council as
to his concerns for a traffic stop on his son by officer, Aaron
Basinger. Mr. Yinger contends that officer Basinger did not conduct
himself in a proper manner when he stopped Mr. Yinger’s son. He also
contends damage was done to speakers in the trunk of this vehicle and
also documents were taken and never returned by officer Basinger. Mr.
Yinger stated this case was brought before the Putnam County Court and
the majority of the charges were dropped due to these alleged damages.
Mr. vyinger's son was charged with marijuana paraphernalia. Mr. Yinger
stated he was not asking for anything from the Council, but did want to
make the Council aware of this situation. Police chief, Scott Stant,
stated he has talked with officer Basinger and officer, Jeff Oglesbee,
of Columbus Grove, who was also present at this traffic stop. They both
have stated no damages were done to the vehicle and no documents were
taken and not returned. Also the video tape of this incident does not
show any impropriety as to this incident. The Council did say they
would check into this matter and thanked Mr. Yinger for bringing this
matter to their attention.

Fiscal officer, Lana Burry, presented to Council the results of the
sealed bids as to cash lease of the Industrial Park opened on August 14,
2012 at 12:00 Noon. There were a total of 10 bids received. The high
bid was submitted by James M. Meyer in the amount of $286.56 per acre
for 56.359 acres, for a total annual Tease price of $16,150.24. Motion
was made by Mr. vance, seconded by Mr. Fricke to award the three-year
cash lease of 56.359 acres to James M. Meyer in the amount of $286.56
per acre for a total annual Tease price of $16,150.24. voting: All Yea.
A new cash lease, effective January 1, 2013, will be prepared and Mmr.
Meyer will be contacted as to the execution of said lease.

Discussion was had as to the town-wide cleanup in September. It was the
consensus of the Council to not have a clean-up in September and also to
only have one next year, which will be the third Friday in June. A
mailing will be sent to all the residents as to this change.
